SOME ASTRONOMICAL NOTIONS OF ANCIENT ARMENIANS

The article deals with the ancient Armenian names of some celestial objects connected with
the names of the main heroes of ethnogonic tradition. Thus, the name of the eponymous
forefather and first Armenian eponym Hayk was given to the constellation Orion, and of the last

mythological patriarch Ara the Handsome — to a star, probably, one of the planets, as it is compared
with Venus. And the Milky Way, the "Straw Trace," was thought to have been formed from the
straw stolen by the god Vahagn from Barsham, the ancestor of the Assyrians. Moreover, in the
legend, VVahagn is represented as the ancestor of the Armenians, i.e., he replaced the patriarch Aram,
second mythological eponym of Armenians, adversary of Barsham. This reveals a fragment of the
mythological picture of the starry sky, named and systematized by a single mythological cycle — the
ethnogonic tradition.
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
